DUCKS NEWS AND NOTES 

 
The Faithful Flock: Since their inaugural season of 2000, the Long Island Ducks 
have welcomed an Atlantic League record 7,205,676 fans through the gates of 
Bethpage Ballpark. Long Island reached the 7 million fan mark faster than any 

other team in league history despite having begun play in the ALPB’s third year of 
existence (2000). The crowd of 6,859 on Saturday was the Ducks’ fifth past-
capacity crowd of the year and league-record 668th sold out crowd all-time. The 
Ducks lead the league in attendance this year at 5,117 fans per game. 

 
Division Rivalry: Tonight marks the 16th meeting of the season and the 341st all-

time meeting between the Ducks and the Patriots. The all-time series is tied at 170 
wins apiece, but Long Island has a 92-82 edge at Bethpage Ballpark. The Ducks 
lead the 2017 season series 8-7, and they have taken six of nine meetings on 
Long Island. Nine of the 15 games have been decided by three runs or less. 
 
Dan’s the Man: Dan Lyons hit his fourth home run of the season and second in as 

many nights on Saturday clubbing a two-run blast to right-center field in the sixth 
inning. The shortstop has now gone deep three times in his past seven games 
with an at-bat and has hit three of Long Island’s last eight homers. The seventh-
year Duck has hit safely in seven consecutive games, batting .391 (9-for-23) with 
one double, three home runs, eight RBI, six runs and two walks during that stretch. 
 
Ruben Reaches Again: Ruben Gotay collected an RBI single and a walk on 
Saturday. The former big leaguer has now reached base safely in 14 straight 
games, earning at least one hit in 11 of them and one walk in nine. During the 
streak, the infielder is batting .319 (15-for-47) with two doubles, two homers, seven 
RBI, nine runs and nine walks. He has raised his on-base percentage from .214 
to .357 in that span. 
 
Air Jordan: Jordan Pacheco earned his first three-hit game with the Ducks on 

Saturday night, collecting two doubles and a single. He also drove in a pair of 
runs, good for his fourth multi-RBI game of the season. The catcher has now hit 

safely in four of his past five games and seven of his past 10. The former Major 
Leaguer is batting .350 (7-for-20) with three doubles, four RBI and three runs in his 
past five games and .289 (11-for-38) with over his past 10 contests. 
 
Strikeout Artists: Rafael Perez struck out eight batters for the second straight 
start on Saturday, equaling his season high. He also set down eight on strikes July 
8 at Southern Maryland. The lefty has now struck out 65 batters while walking only 
18 in 79 innings this season. As a staff, Ducks pitchers struck out 11 Patriots 
batters on Saturday night. Long Island ranks third in the Atlantic League with 573 
strikeouts by their pitchers, trailing only Lancaster (652) and Bridgeport (630).

YESTERDAY’S RESULT 
 

The Long Island Ducks defeated the Somerset Patriots 7-4 on Saturday night in 
the middle game of a three-game series at Bethpage Ballpark. 
 
Long Island opened the scoring with a three-run second inning against Patriots 
starter Will Oliver. A two-run double by Jordan Pacheco and a sacrifice fly off the 
bat of Dan Lyons highlighted the inning. Scott Kelly hit an inside-the-park solo 
homer in the third inning off Ducks starter Rafael Perez, but an RBI single in the 
bottom of the frame by Ruben Gotay made it a 4-1 game.  
 
Somerset grabbed another run in the fourth on an RBI single by Carlos Guzman, 
but the Ducks responded once again with an RBI double off the bat of Quintin 
Berry in the bottom of the inning to get their three-run advantage back. In the 
sixth, Lyons drove an opposite-field two-run homer to increase Long Island’s ad-
vantage to 7-2.  
 
The Patriots tried to rally back in the eighth, plating a pair of runs on an RBI infield 
single from Kelly and a bases loaded walk to Alfredo Rodriguez. However, Lew 
Ford ran down a fly ball  from Christian Marrero to strand the tying runs on base. 
 
Perez (6-5) earned the win, tossing six innings and allowing two runs on six hits 
and two walks while striking out eight. Oliver (3-2) suffered the loss, surrendering 
seven runs on eight hits and two walks over six innings with six strikeouts. David 
Aardsma collected his eighth save of the season with one and one-third scoreless 
innings of relief.

TONIGHT’S STARTING PITCHER 

NOTABLE NUGGETS 

 
LAST TIME OUT: Dennis O’Grady took a no-decision as the Ducks fell to the 
Blue Crabs in Maryland on Friday, July 7. The right-hander pitched five and one-
third innings, giving up four runs on six hits and two walks with one strikeout. He 
threw 75 pitches in the outing, 49 of which were strikes. O’Grady surrendered a 
run in the first after the Ducks plated one in the top of the inning, and then gave 
up three runs in the sixth after the Ducks put up a three-spot in the top of the 
frame. However, all three runs came home after Rob Rogers entered the game. 
 
BUMP IN THE ROAD: O’Grady’s past five starts have been a bit of a challenge. 
The 28-year-old has given up 27 earned runs over 28 inning in the five outings 
along with 37 hits and 16 walks while striking out 14. In his three games (two 
starts) prior to that, O’Grady had given up just two earned runs in 12 innings of 
work on nine hits and seven walks with 12 strikeouts. He had allowed four or 
more runs just once in his first 11 appearances of the year. 
 
LOCAL PRODUCT: O’Grady is one of four Ducks players on the roster who are 
originally from Long Island. The right-hander was born and still resides in Floral 
Park. Long Island natives joining him on the roster are  pitcher Tyler Levine (East 
Meadow), pitcher Rob Rogers (Born in Bay Shore, Resides in Islip), and out-
fielder Anthony Vega (Patchogue). Though he wasn’t born on Long Island, pitcher 
Rafael Perez currently resides in Freeport. 
 
 

PITCHER TIDBITS 
¶ O’Grady was originally drafted by the San Diego Padres in the 34th round of 

the 2011 amateur draft. 

¶ Played his high school baseball at Archbishop Molloy High School in 

Queens and was a two-time All-City selection at second base and one time 
at pitcher. 

¶ Named the Queens Courier Player of the Year in 2006 and also collected 

Baseball MVP honors at Archbishop Molloy that same season. 

¶ Played his collegiate baseball at Duke University and was named to the All-

ACC Academic Baseball Team in 2010 while making two ACC Academic 
Honor Roll appearances as well. 

¶ Was teammates with Ducks left-handed pitcher Eury De La Rosa during the 

2015 season with Double-A San Antonio and Triple-A El Paso.
